Georgia has taken steps to develop national strategy for counter terrorism and its action

plan. The Strategy and its three-year Action Plan were adopted by the Government of Georgia

in January 2019.

In accordance with the Strategy, in the course of fight against terrorism and extremism,

preventive measures are given a priority, that set forth the actions Georgia will carry out in

regard to the issues such as DE-radicalization and countering terrorist narrative, combating

terrorist financing, also FTFs. Strategy emphasizes the special role of women and girls in

terms of preventing terrorism and extremism.
