AFRICA

CAR: SG to conduct strategic review of MINUSCA and present recommendations to SC
Resolution 2281 (2016) of 26 April 2016

Para.4: Requests the Secretary-General to conduct a strategic review of MINUSCA to ensure, in
consultation with the Government of the CAR, that the future mandate of MINUSCA is properly
configured and adapted to a post-transition stabilization environment that enables peacebuilding efforts
in the CAR, and to present recommendations to the Security Council by 22 June 2016;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued by 22 June 2016.

Central African region: SG reports on UNOCA

S/PRST/2015/12 of 11 June 2015

Last para.: The Security Council requests that the Secretary-General keep it informed through a report
on the situation in Central Africa and UNOCA'’s activities to be submitted before 30 November 2015
and every six months thereafter, on the activities of UNOCA, progress made in conducting




(v) the risks and their implications for the safety and the security for the United Nations personnel and
facilities as a result of the possible military operations as well as measures taken to strengthen their
security and mitigate risks;

DRC: Sanctions: Group of Experts final report

Resolution 2198 (2015) of 29 January 2015

Para.7: Requests the Group of Experts to fulfil its mandate as consolidated below, with a focus on
areas affected by the presence of illegal armed groups, and to provide to the Council, after discussion
with the Committee, a mid-term report no later than 30 October 2015, and a final report no later than 15
June 2016, as well as submit progress updates to the Committee, especially in situations of urgency, or
as the Group deems necessary:

The final report of the Group of Experts is expected to be provided no later than 15 June 2016.

Liberia: Sanctions: Measures on arms

Resolution 2237 (2015) of 2 September 2015

Para.l: Decides to renew the measures on arms, previously imposed by paragraph 2 of resolution 1521
(2003) and modified by paragraphs 1 and 2 of resolution 1683 (2006), by paragraph 1 (b) of resolution
1731 (2006), by paragraphs 3, 4, 5 and 6 of resolution 1903 (2009), by paragraph 3 of resolution 1961
(2010), and by paragraph 2 (b) of resolution 2128 (2013) for a period of 9 months from the date of
adoption of this resolution;

The measures on arms will expire on 2 June 2016.

Libya: UNSMIL mandate and SG to report on recommendations for UNSMIL’s support to the
Libyan transition process and UNSMIL’s security arrangements

Resolution 2273 (2016) of 15 March 2016

Para.1: Decides to extend until 15 June 2016 the mandate of UNSMIL, as set out in paragraph 12 of
resolution 2238 (2015), under the leadership of the Special Representative of the Secretary-General, in
full accordance with the principles of national ownership, and recognizes the need for UNSMIL to re-
establish its presence in Libya, and the need to make the necessary security arrangements to this
effect;

The mandate will expire on 15 June 2016.

Para.2: Requests the Secretary-General to report within 60 days following consultations with the Libyan
authorities on recommendations for UNSMIL’s support to the subsequent phases of the Libyan
transition process and UNSMIL'’s security arrangements;

Libya: Sanctions: Committee reports

Resolution 1970 (2011) of 26 February 2011

Para.24: Decides to establish, in accordance with rule 28 of its provisional rules of procedure, a
Committee of the Security Council consisting of all the members of the Council (herein “the
Committee”), to undertake to following tasks:

(e) To report within thirty days to the Security Council on its work for the first report and thereafter to
report as deemed necessary by the Committee.

The report of the 1970 Committee is expected to be issued in June 2016.

Mali: MINUSMA mandate and SG reports on MINUSMA, focusing on progress in the
implementation of the Agreement on Peace and Reconciliation and MINUSMA's efforts to
support it

Resolution 2227 (2015) of 29 June 2015

Para.12: Decides to extend the mandate of MINUSMA until 30 June 2016 within the authorized troop
ceiling of 11,240 military personnel, including at least 40 military observers to monitor and supervise the
ceasefire, as well as reserve battalions capable of deploying rapidly within the country, and 1,440 police
personnel;

The mandate will expire on 30 June 2016.

Para.35: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Security Council every three months after the
adoption of this resolution on the implementation of this resolution, focusing on the progress in the
implementation of the Agreement on Peace and Reconciliation in Mali and on MINUSMA's efforts to
support it;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued in June 2016.

Mali: Report by France on implementation of mandate to support MINUSMA

Resolution 2227 (2015) of 29 June 2015

Para.27: Authorizes French forces, within the limits of their capacities and areas of deployment, to use
all necessary means until the end of MINUSMA's mandate as authorized in this resolution, to intervene
in support of elements of MINUSMA when under imminent and serious threat upon request of the
Secretary-General, and requests France to report to the Council on the implementation of this mandate
in Mali and to coordinate its reporting with the reporting by the Secretary-General referred to in
paragraph 35 below;

Mali: French forces mandate

Resolution 2227 (2015) of 29 June 2015

Para.27: Authorizes French forces, within the limits of their capacities and areas of deployment, to use
all necessary means until the end of MINUSMA'’s mandate as authorized in this resolution, to intervene
in support of elements of MINUSMA when under imminent and serious threat upon request of the
Secretary-General, and requests France to report to the Council on the implementation of this mandate
in Mali and to coordinate its reporting with the reporting by the Secretary-General referred to in
paragraph 35 below;

The mandate will expire on 30 June 2016.



Somalia: AU written reports on implementation of AMISOM mandate

Resolution 2093 (2013) of 6 March 2013

Para.8: Requests the AU to keep the Security Council regularly informed on the implementation of
AMISOM'’s mandate through the provision of written reports to the Secretary-General every 90 days
after the adoption of this resolution.

South Sudan: SG report on the implementation of UNMISS mandate and violations of the Status
of Forces Agreement

Resolution 2252 (2015) of 15 December 2015

Para.33: Requests that the Secretary-General report to the Security Council on the implementation of
the UNMISS mandate, as well as information on violations of the Status of Forces Agreement, including
on UNMISS responses to any such violations, in a written report to be submitted no later than 60 days
from adoption of this resolution and every 60 days after that;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued in June 2016.

South Sudan: Sanctions: SC review of Panel of Experts mandate






Middle East (Syria): OPCW to report (through SG) on implementation of resolution 2118 (2013)
Resolution 2118 (2013) of 27 September 2013

Para.12: “Decides to review on a regular basis the implementation in the Syrian Arab Republic of the
decision of the OPCW Executive Council of 27 September 2013 and this resolution, and requests the
Director-General of the OPCW to report to the Security Council, through the Secretary-General, who
shall include relevant information on United Nations activities related to the implementation of this
resolution, within 30 days and every month thereafter, and requests further the Director-General of the
OPCW and the Secretary-General to report in a coordinated manner, as needed, to the Security
Council, non-compliance with this resolution or the OPCW Executive Council decision of 27 September
2013

The report of the OPCW is expected to be issued in June 2016.

Middle East (Syria): SG reports on Joint Investigative Mechanism

Resolution 2235 (2015) of 7 August 2015

Para.10: Requests the United Nations Secretary-General, in coordination with the OPCW Director-
General, to present a report to the United Nations Security Council and inform the OPCW Executive
Council as of the date the Joint Investigative Mechanism begins its full operations and every 30 days
thereafter on the progress made;

SG letter of 9 November 2015 (S/2015/854)

Para.5: In the light of the above, and as requested by the Security Council in paragraph 10 of its
resolution 2235 (2015), | would like to inform you that the Joint Investigative Mechanism will begin its
full operations on 13 November 2015.

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued in June 2016.

Middle East (Syria): SG to report on implementation of resolutions 2139 (2014), 2165 (2014),
2191 (2014) and 2258 (2015)

Resolution 2139 (2014) of 22 February 2014

Para.17: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Council on the implementation of this
resolution by all parties in Syria, in particular paragraphs 2 through 12, in 30 days of its adoption

and every 30 days thereafter, and upon receipt of the Secretary-General’s report, expresses its intent to
take further steps in the case of non-compliance with this resolution;

Resolution 2191 (2014) of 17 December 2014

Para.5: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Council on the implementation of this
resolution, and on compliance by all parties to the Syrian domestic conflict, within the framework of its
reporting on resolutions 2139 (2014) and 2165 (2014);

Resolution 2258 (2015) of 22 December 2015

Para.5: Requests the Secretary-General to report to the Council on the implementation of this
resolution, and on compliance by all relevant parties in Syria, within the framework of its reporting on
resolutions 2139 (2014), 2165 (2014) and 2191 (2014), and further requests the Secretary-General to
include in his reports overall trends in humanitarian access;

ICTY: terms of office of 1 permanent judge

or will be assigned, if sooner:

Koffi Kumelio A. Afande (Togo)

The term of office of the judge will expire on 30 June 2016.

ICTY: OIOS evaluation report

Resolution 2256 (2015) of 22 December 2015

Para. 11: Requests the Office of Internal Oversight Services (OIOS) to carry out an evaluation with
respect to the methods and work of the ICTY, in the context of the implementation of the Completion
Strategy pursuant to resolution 1966 (2010), and to present its report by 1 June 2016, and further
requests the ICTY to report on implementation of any OlOS recommendations in its next six-monthly
report thereafter to the Council on progress towards implementation of the ICTY Completion Strategy;

ICTY: Assessments by President/Prosecutor

Resolution 1534 (2004) of 26 March 2004

Para.6: Requests each Tribunal to provide to the Council, by 31 May 2004 and every six months
thereafter, assessments by its President and Prosecutor, setting out in detail the progress made
towards implementation of the Completion Strategy of the Tribunal, explaining what measures have
been taken to implement the Completion Strategy and what measures remain to be taken, including the
transfer of cases involving intermediate and lower rank accused to competent national jurisdictions; and
expresses the intention of the Council to meet with the President and Prosecutor of each Tribunal to
discuss these assessments.

The assessments of the ICTY dated 17 May 2016 (S/2016/454) are before the Security Council.

Children and armed conflict: SG annual report to SC

Resolution 2225 (2015) of 18 June 2015

Para.18: Reiterates its requests to the Secretary-General to continue to submit comprehensive annual
reports to the Council on the implementation of its resolutions and Presidential statements on children
and armed conflict and to ensure that in all his reports on country-specific situations the matter of
children and armed conflict is included as specific aspect of the report;

ISIL (Da’'esh) and Al-Qaeda Sanctions: SG strategic-level reports

Resolution 2253 (2015) of 17 December 2015

Para.97: Recalling the threat posed to international peace and security by ISIL and associated
individuals, groups, undertakings, and entities, requests the Secretary-General to provide an initial
strategic-level report that demonstrates and reflects the gravity of the aforementioned threat, including
foreign terrorist fighters joining ISIL and associated groups and entities, and the sources of financing of
these groups including through illicit trade in oil, antiquities, and other natural resources, as well as their
planning and facilitation of attacks, and reflects the range of United Nations efforts in support of
Member States in countering this threat, in 45 days and provide updates every four months thereafter,
with the input of CTED, in close collaboration with the Monitoring Team, as well as other relevant
United Nations actors;

The report of the Secretary—General is expected to be issued in June 2016.

Peacekeeping operations: Report and recommendations on the progress of partnerships
between the UN and relevant regional organizations in peacekeeping operations

Resolution 2167 (2014) of 28 July 2014

Para.28: Requests the Secretary-General, in close consultation with the AU Commission and EU to
produce, not later than 31 March 2015, an assessment report and recommendations on the progress of
the partnerships between the UN and relevant regional organizations in peacekeeping operations;

The report of the Secretary-General dated 1 April 2015 (S/2015/229) is before the Security Council.

Protection of civilians in armed conflict: oral briefing
S/PRST/2002/41 of 20 December 2002
Last para.: The Security Council recognizes the importance of a comprehensive, coherent and action-
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by 15 May 2016 and to submit future reports every 12 months thereafter, to be formally considered by
the Security Council each year within the same General Assembly session.

Residual mechanism: Progress reports

Residual Mechanism: Duration

Resolution 1966 (2010) of 22 December 2010

Para.17: Decides that the Mechanism shall operate for an initial period of four years from the first
commencement date referred to in paragraph 1, and to review the progress of the work of the
Mechanism, including in completing its functions, before the end of this initial period and every two
years thereafter, and further decides that the Mechanism shall continue to operate for subsequent
periods of two years following each such review, unless the Security Council decides otherwise;

Terrorism/Cross-border crime: SG report on UN efforts to address the threat of terrorists
benefitting from transnational organized crime in affected regions

Resolution 2195 (2014) of 19 December 2014

Para.20: Requests the Secretary-General to submit to the Council a report on the efforts of the United
Nations entities to address the threat of terrorists benefiting from transnational organized crime in
affected regions, including Africa, with respect to matters with which the Council is seized, with input
from the relevant entities of the United Nations system including the UNODC, CTED, the Analytical
Support and Sanctions Monitoring Team, and other relevant CTITF entities;

Para.21: Further requests that the report include recommendations of concrete options for
strengthening Member States’ capabilities, including financing such proposed UN projects and activities
to build capacity with existing resources and contributions in the UN system, as well as UN activities to
reduce the negative impacts of terrorists benefiting from transnational organized crime including those
relevant to its conflict resolution efforts with a focus on border security, counter-terrorist financing, and
anti-money-laundering, and that the report be submitted to the Council no later than six months from
the adoption of this resolution;

Women and peace and security: Annual reports on the implementation of resolutions on WPS
and resolution 2106 (2013) (SVC)

Resolution 2106 (2013) of 24 June 2013

implementation of women and peace and security resolutions and the present resolution, and to submit
his next report by March 2014;
