This tentative forecast of the programme of work of the Security Council has been prepared by
the Secretariat for the President of the Council. The forecast covers in particular those matters that
may be taken up during the month pursuant to earlier decisions of the Council. The fact that a matter
is or is not included in the forecast carries no implication that it will or will not be taken up during the

month: the actual programme of work will be determined by developments and the views of members
of the Council.
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challenges by providing information on: (i) progress in mission operations, security challenges, and
coordination between security actors, including discussions in the Instance de Coordination au Mali, (ii)
overall performance, including implementation of the Adaptation Plan, roll out of the Integrated
Peacekeeping Performance and Accountability Framework (IPPAF) and the Comprehensive Planning
Performance Assessment System (CPPAS), the improvement and the performance of the Casualty
Evacuation System, rotations of uniformed personnel, on the basis of the methodology referred to in
paragraph 47, including information on undeclared caveats, declining to participate in or undertake
patrols and their impact on the mission, and how the reported cases of under-performance are
addressed, (iii) integration of all mission’s components, including an update on the implementation of
the integrated strategic framework referred to in paragraph 26 above, encouraging that this framework
also includes a transition plan in line with the SG’s roadmap of 25 March 2021 with a view to handing
over relevant tasks in the long-term, in a phased, coordinated and deliberate manner, to Malian
authorities, the UNCT and other UN entities based on their mandates and comparative advantages as
well as on a mapping of capabilities and gaps, and a resource mobilization strategy that involves the
full range of multilateral and bilateral partners;

Para. 11: Decides further to expand the mandate of the Committee as set out in resolution 751(1992) to
include the following tasks:

(9) to report at least every 120 days to the Security Council on its work and on the implementation of
this resolution, with its observations and recommendations, in particular on ways to strengthen the
effectiveness of the measures imposed by paragraphs 1, 3 and 7 above.

Resolution 2444 (2018) of 14 November 2018

Para. 55: Requests the Committee, in accordance with its mandate and in consultation with the Panel
of Experts and other relevant United Nations entities, to consider the recommendations contained in
the reports of the Panel of Experts and recommend to the Security Council ways to improve the

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Middle East (Yemen): SG to present to SC a further review of UNMHA

Resolution 2586 (2021) of 14 July 2021

Para. 8: Further requests the Secretary-General to present to the Council a further review of UNMHA,
at least one month before UNMHA's mandate is due to expire;

Prior to the public release of that report,
the Security Council shall meet informally, normally at the expert level, to review the findings and
recommendations contained in the report.

Non-proliferation (Iran): Joint Commission reports

Resolution 2231 (2015) of 20 July 2015

JCPOA Annex IV — Joint Commission para. 6.10.: The Joint Commission will report to the United
Nations Security Council at least every 6 months on the status of the Procurement Working Group’s
decisions and on any implementation issues.

Facilitator’s proposal as agreed on 17 March 2017

The Joint Commission is expected to report in June 2022.

Non-proliferation (Iran): Facilitator to brief the other members of the SC

Note by the PSC of 16 January 2016

Para. 3: To facilitate its work under resolution 2231 (2015), the Security Council shall select on an
annual basis one member to serve as its facilitator for the functions specified in the present note. The
facilitator shall brief the other members of the Council on its work and the implementation of the
resolution every six months, in parallel with the report submitted by the Secretary-General in
accordance with paragraph 7 below.

Facilitator’s proposal as agreed on 17 March 2017

The Facilitator is expected to brief in June 2022.

1988 Committee: Sanctions: Emergency Relief Coordinator to brief the Council on the delivery
of humanitarian assistance in Afghanistan

Resolution 2615 (2021) of 22 December 2021

Para. 2: Requeststhe Emergency Relief Coordinator to brief the Security Council every six months
from the adoption of this resolution based on the delivery of humanitarian assistance in Afghanistan
including on any available information regarding payments of funds to, or for the benefit of, designated
individuals or entities, any diversion of funds by the same, risk management and due diligence
processes in place, and any obstacles to the provision of such assistance, and further requests relevant
providers to assist the Emergency Relief Coordinator in the preparation of such briefings by providing
information relevant to paragraph 1 above within 60 days of any such provision;
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The Emergency Relief Coordinator is expected to brief in June 2022.

Residual mechanism: Progress reports

Resolution 1966 (2010) of 22 December 2010

Para. 16: Requests the President of the Mechanism to submit an annual report to the Security Council
and to the General Assembly, and the President and the Prosecutor of the Mechanism to submit six-
monthly reports to the Security Council on the progress of the work of the Mechanism;

Resolution 2529 (2020) of 25 June 2020

Para. 10: Reiterates its request to the Mechanism to include in its six-monthly reports to the Council
information on progress achieved in implementing this resolution, as well as detailed information on the
staffing of the Mechanism, respective workload and related costs with breakdown by division and
detailed projections of the duration of residual functions based on available data;
