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Explanatory Note

SCOPE

1. This Index, preparedby the DocumentationDi­
vision of the United Nations HeadquartersLibrary,
New York, is intendedto offer a bibliographicalguide
to the proceedingsand documentationof the 37th reg­
ular sessionof the TrusteeshipCouncil as well as of
its committeeswhich met during the session.

ARRANGEMENT

2. The Index consists of the following parts:

( a) Introduction, including list of the Officers
and checklists of meetingsof theTrusteeshipCouncil;

( b) Agenda, with reference to the relevant
subiect headingsusedin Part( c);

(c) Subject index. Subjects are arrangedal­
phabetically, with reference to the documentation,
discussion, and disposition of each item. Agenda
item numbersare indicatedin parenthesesfollowing
the subjectheadings. Namesof delegationsare noted
in parenthesesfollowing the meetingnumberwhenever
statementsare madeon a subjectnot scheduledas an
agendaitem or on a subjectreferredto in the general
debatein plenary meetings;

( d ) Index to speeches. Speeches and state­
ments by representativesare listed in alphabetical
order by country or organization,subdividedby sub­
ject discussedand by nameof speaker,with an indi­
cation of the meeting at which the speechwas made.
The remarks of the President of the Trusteeship
Council and of chairmenof committeesare normally
not indexed. However, the speechesof the chair­
men or rapporteursare included when they present
or explain the reports of the respectivecommittees
to the Council. Statementsand speechesmade by

private individuals representingan organizationto
which a hearingwas grantedarelistedunderthe name
of the organization. Statementsmadeby officers of
the United Nations Secretariatare listed under the
name of the Office or Departmentthey represented;

(e) Numerical list of documents, arranged by
documentsymbols.

AVAILABILITY OF DOCUMENTS

3. In accordancewith a decision taken at the 36th
sessionof the TrusteeshipCouncil meetingrecords
of the Council are issuedonly as verbatimrecordsin
provisional form with corrigendaprovided as appro­
priate to cover substantivecorrectionssubmittedby
delegations. They may be identified by their symbol
(T!PV.-) as indicated in the introduction(see Check
list of meetings),followed by an ordinal numbercor­
respondingto that of the meeting (e.g. T!PV.1355).

Of the other documents, a few appearonly as
printed Supplementsto the Official Records (a fact
always noted in this Index). The resolutionsadopted
by the TrusteeshipCouncil, first issued in mimeo­
graphed form, are collected in printed Supplement
No.] to the Official Recordsof the session.
