1"5 is known, on March 2, by the initiative of the Russian Federation, the resolution of the 
UN CiA "Sixty-fifth anniversary of the end of the Second World War" was adopted with an 
unprecedented number of co-sponsors - 58. Thus, Member States of the Organization have 
confirmed that without the Victory in 1945 it is impossible to imagine the modern system of 
international relations, the pivotal role in which is righteously played by the UN. 

However, we regret to note that some countries still continue to pander to those who seek to 
revise the history of the bloodiest war in the human history and give 
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Less than a month ago -- on April 8 - a truly historic event happened at the disarmament 
track: the signing of Russian-American Treaty on Measures for Further Reduction and 
Limitation of Strategic Offensive Arms. That has not only balanced the interests of Russia and. 
the United States in this area, but the new treaty strengthens the global strategic stability, and in 
the c~se of its ratification the whole international community will win, of course. 

In the context of the International Year of Rapprochement of Cultures declared for 2010 it is 
particularly important to highlight the topics of inter-civilizatioual and intercultural dialogue. We. 
look forward to the further discussions on that here at the UN site and among the religious 
leaders of the Russian initiative to establish an Advisory Board of Religions under the auspices 
of the UN.
